The year 2009 was a difficult period for economies throughout the
world because of the impact of the global financial crisis. However,
the economy of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi showed great resilience
and stability in face of this crisis, as demonstrated by the data
presented in this section of the Statistical Yearbook, which contains
an overview of its economic development.

While the economic crisis presented many challenges to the Emirate’s
economy, the situation also created big and diverse opportunities
that the Emirate has taken advantage of in boosting development,
growth and stability in the medium and long term. One of the most
favourable consequences of the financial crisis on the local economic
conditions is the fact that it helped significantly and directly to rein
in the annual inflation rate, which fell from 14.88% in 2008 to less
than 1% in 2009.

Among the sectors and activities highlighted in this section are the
national accounts, balance of payments and trade, prices, financial
statistics, government finances, and wages and compensation.

The economy of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi saw record growth in the
years preceding 2009; the year which saw a marked drop in GDP due
to the decline in oil prices in the wake of the global financial crisis.
Despite the consequent decline in the Emirate’s per capita GDP to
AED 332,500 in 2009, it remains one of the highest worldwide.

The GDP of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi constitutes more than 60% of
the economy of the United Arab Emirates, although the Emirate’s
population represents only about 33% of the total UAE population.

The Emirate’s GDP at current prices in 2009 is estimated at AED 546.5
billion. Total fixed capital formation reached AED 79.840 billion, up
from AED 72.673 billion in 2008.

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1.2. Foreign Trade

Foreign trade is of paramount importance to the economy of Abu
Dhabi and makes up a considerable proportion of the Emirate’s
GDP. In 2008, foreign trade accounted for 73% of GDP, reflecting the
Emirate’s robust and highly developed level of commercial activity
and the significance of foreign trade to the economy in general.

The total value of commodity imports to Abu Dhabi in 2009
amounted to AED 93.9 billion, the main imports being capital goods
and industrial equipment, which accounted for 64.2% of imports. The
top supplier was the US, from which the Emirate received imports
worth AED 12.6 billion. Non-oil exports totalled AED 9.5 billion, with
key goods being plastics and basic metals, which constituted 65%
of the total. Qatar was the top destination of Abu Dhabi Non-oil
exports, receiving goods worth AED 3.8 billion.

Re-exports in 2009 were valued at AED 8.7 billion. The top category
was machinery and equipment, which made up 50% of total
Re-exports. The Kingdom of Bahrain ranked first among re-export
destinations, receiving shipments worth AED 1.9 billion.

The largest volume of foreign trade was exchanged with Asian
countries, which supplied Abu Dhabi with imports worth AED 42.5
billion and received from the Emirate Non-oil exports valued at
AED 7.8 billion and Re-exports worth AED 7.5 billion. The tables on
Non-oil exports, imports and Re-exports of goods in this section are
derived from Customs clearance through the ports of Abu Dhabi.

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According to the statistics for 2007, the Emirate of Abu Dhabi export-
ed 815 million barrels of crude oil in that year. As the destination of
around 42% of the Emirate’s total crude oil exports, Japan is the top
importer. In the same year, the Emirate exported 7.346 million metric
tons of refined oil products, of which Japan bought 17% (again the
top importer), followed by South Korea, which purchased 14%.

LNG exports increased marginally by 9,000 metric tons in 2008
compared to 2007, reaching 13.53 million metric tons. Japan
topped the list of importers, purchasing 53% of the LNG shipments.
LNG exports to Indonesia shot up 173% in 2008 compared to the
previous year, reaching 120,000 metric tons. Dolphin Energy is the
company responsible for importing natural gas to the Emirate, which
amounted to 287,620 million cubic feet in 2009 at a daily average of
788 million cubic feet.

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1.3. Prices

Price statistics are among the mostimportant indicators produced by
statistical bureaux. Two of the key price indices issued by the Statis-
tics Centre - Abu Dhabi are the Consumer Price Index (CPI) with 2007
as the base year and the Building Materials Price Index (BMPI) with
2009 as the base year. The price index measures the average change
in the cost of a basket of goods and services between two periods
of time. The reference period used as a standard of comparison is
called the base period and the time over which prices are measured
against the base period is called the comparison period. Annual and
monthly inflation rates can be calculated from estimates of the CPI.
The results of CPI calculations are outlined below:
« The inflation rate in 2009 was 0.78% compared with 14.88% in
2008; this was a result of a rise in the CPI from 114.9 points in 2008
to 115.8 points in 2009.

« This means that the rate of increase in the prices of the consumer
basket for the year 2009 compared with 2008 was less than one
percent. In other words, the price of a specific set of goods and
services costing the consumer AED 1000 in 2008 rose in 2009 to
AED 1007.8.

- Housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels contributed 223.3%
to the total inflation rate in 2009, primarily due to an increase of
5.4% in rental costs.

- Education contributed 38.8% to the 2009 inflation rate, mainly due
to an increase of nearly 11% in tuition fees.

+ Clothing and footwear slowed down the annual inflation rate by
77.3%. The negative contribution was caused by the decrease in
this group’s prices by 5.5%, mainly due to a decrease of 3.3% in
clothing prices and a fall of 23.5% in footwear prices.

« Food and non-alcoholic beverages contributed to a reduction of
69.1% in the inflation rate due to a drop in the prices in most of its
sub-groups.

The building materials price index dropped by 7.7% in 2009
compared with 2008. The decline represents the net change in the
prices of all the items constituting the index. Prominent among
these changes were:

« Adecline in prices of the cement group by 6.6% below its level in
2008, during which the group had surged 19.8% compared with
2007.

- Arise in the average prices of aggregate and sand in 2009 by
6.7% above those applicable in 2008. This was broken down into a
surge of 36.2 % in aggregate prices although sand prices actually
retreated by 8.8%.

« Average concrete prices dropped by 13.5% in 2009 compared
with 2008. Concrete prices had continued to rise since 2007,
reaching their peak in the third quarter of 2008, after which they
started to lose ground.

« The price of steel plummeted by 43.9% in 2009 blow the average
price of 2008.

- Theaverage price of wood edged down by 0.9% in 2009 compared
with 2008.

« The average price of cement blocks surged 36.1% in 2009,
compared with 2008.

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1.4. Financial Statistics

This section sets out the key indicators of the financial intermediation
activity and includes statistics from the Survey of Banks and Financial
Establishments for 2007, in addition to the main performance
indicators of the Abu Dhabi Securities Market. In 2009, there were
191 financial establishments in the Emirate.

The percentage contribution of financial and insurance
establishments to GDP in 2009 was 5.8%. In the securities market,
the value of shares traded accounted for 12.8% of GDP for 2009.

Nevertheless, the market capitalization of the shares traded remained
unaffected, reaching AED 294.6 billion. Moreover, the year 2009 saw
the number of companies listed on the Abu Dhabi Securities Market
grow to 67 companies.

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1.5. Government Finance

This section includes data on the revenues and expenditures of the
Abu Dhabi Government. Oil accounted for 89.2% of revenues for
2009. The current revenues of departments and capital revenues
accounted respectively for 8.1% and 2.7% of the total revenue for
the year under review.

Current expenditure consumed 60.8% of total expenditure in
2009, with current transfers, salaries & wages and goods & services
making up 39.8%, 9.8% and 11.2%, respectively. Capital expenditure
accounted for the remaining 39.2%. Capital transfers, development
expenditure on Government projects and capital expenditure (on
goods and services) accounted respectively for 27.9%, 10.9% and
0.4%, of this figure.

Industry and Business
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The activities of industry and business fall into two broad areas: a
general sector encompassing various investment activities and the
industrial sector, which is broken down into several activities, namely,
aerospace and defence, basic industrial materials, capital markets,
construction, energy, information technology, telecommunications,
media, oil and gas, oil and gas services, petrochemicals, real estate,
refining, renewable energy, transport, tourism and travel.

Prominent among these indicators is Abu Dhabi’s oil reserves,
which stood at 92.2 billion barrels in 2009, while the Emirate’s total
natural gas reserves for the same year amounted to 212 trillion
cubic feet. In 2008, average production of crude oil was 2.2 million
barrels per day, while that of natural gas was 5,674 million cubic
feet per day. Electrical power generation reached 39,189,000 MWH
in 2009, compared to 34,452,127 MWH in 2008. However, per capita
electricity consumption in 2009 actually fell to 14.73 MWH from
14.76 MWH in 2008.

In the transport sector, 668,830 new and renovated vehicles were
licensed during 2009. Aircraft movements in and out of the airports
of Abu Dhabi and Al Ain were 105,392 in 2009.

The number of mobile phone lines for the same year stood at
2,898,162, while broadband Internet subscriptions reached 319,413.

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2.1. Investment Climate

An ideal business environment is made up of manifold elements
and factors that can mutually contribute towards building a broad
and diverse economic base. The Emirate of Abu Dhabi has come
a long way in this respect and it can be argued that the Emirate’s
current progress and prosperity are largely due to presence of such
environment.

There are several underlying factors behind the Emirate’s attractive
investment climate, including a strategic geographic location, a
highly developed infrastructure, the miscellaneous facilities offered
by the Emirate’s free zones and industrial cities, very low tax, easy
access to energy sources and credit facilities, etc.

There is ample potential for further improving the local business
environment and attracting more foreign investments in selected
sectors to boost the value-added elements of the local economy and
orient it towards larger Non-oil exports. Abu Dhabi is set to achieve
a notable success in the foreseeable future in creating an integrated
investment climate and optimising it to meet international standards
in a way that would help to transform the Emirate into a regional
financial and business centre.

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2.2. Manufacturing

Manufacturing industries represent one of the activities considered
central by the Emirate of Abu Dhabi in achieving sustainable
development over the next few years.

Manufacturing makes up 29.3% of the total output of industrial
activity and accounted for 12.4% of the value added in 2009.

One of the Emirate’s key manufacturing activities is the basic metals
industry, which is key to the development of the manufacturing
activity. In 2009, there were 29 industrial facilities in the basic metals
sub-sector. They accounted for 4.5% of value-added and 36.2% of
gross fixed capital formation of manufacturing activity in 2009.

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2.3. Oil and Gas

The Emirate of Abu Dhabi is one of the world’s major producers of oil,
which was first discovered in commercial quantities in 1958. Since
then the Emirate has been able to achieve remarkable progress in
the investment and development of its oil wealth and natural gas.

Abu Dhabi now ranks sixth worldwide in terms of proven oil reserves,
sitting atop 10% of the world’s oil reserves and accounting for 8%
of OPEC'’s production. The Emirate also ranks seventh worldwide in
terms of natural gas reserves. Oil revenues constitute the main source
of funding for Abu Dhabi’s programmes of sustainable development
and income diversification.

The value added of this activity contributes 60% of the Emirate’s
GDP, leading the Government to adopt a plan aimed at diversifying
the economic base and reducing this ratio to 36% by 2030. Such
diversification is regarded as the only true guarantee of a balanced
and sustainable development.

Abu Dhabi plans to build a third refinery in the Emirate of Fujairah
with a capacity of 300,000 bpd.

2.5. Electricity and Water

Mindful of the importance of electricity and water as basic utilities,
the Government of Abu Dhabi accords particular attention to the
improvement and development of these activities. The current rapid
development in this sector dates back to March 1998, which marked
the promulgation of the law establishing the Abu Dhabi Water and
Electricity Authority (ADWEA) as the higher supervisory authority
regulating the water and electricity sector and implementing
government policies in this regard.

There are now seven companies producing electrical power and
desalinated water. The government fully owns two of them and has a
60% stake in the remaining five. Altogether, the companies operate
17 power and desalination plants. There are also four ADWEA affiliates
dealing with water supplies and power transmission and distribution,
namely, Abu Dhabi Water and Electricity Company (ADWEC), Abu
Dhabi Distribution Company (ADDC), Al Ain Distribution Company
(AADC) and Abu Dhabi Transmission and Dispatch Company
(TRANSCO), all fully owned by the Emirate of Abu Dhabi.

In 2009 electricity consumption in the Emirate of Abu Dhabi reached
24,214 GWH, of which domestic consumption accounted for around
38%. The share of total electricity consumption of the Abu Dhabi
region for the period under review was 64%, followed by Al-Ain region
(29%) and the Western region (7%). The Emirate’s water consumption
totalled 139,826.14 million imperial gallons, of which Abu Dhabi
region consumed 52%, Al Ain region 34% and the Western region
14%. Domestic consumption accounted for 40% of the Emirate’s total
water usage, followed by the agricultural sector (7%).

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2.6. Construction

The Emirate of Abu Dhabi has experienced a boom in the
construction activity over the course of the past few years. There
are several underlying factors behind this trend, prominent among
which is the rising demand for new housing units and the massive
investments undertaken in construction activity, which contributes
8.60% of the Emirate’s GDP.

This section of the Statistical Yearbook provides data on the major
economic indicators of the construction activity, along with the
number of buildings and housing units according to the general
census of population, housing and establishments for 2005. The total
number of buildings in Emirate of Abu Dhabi was 117,254, while the
number of housing units was found to be 243,251 according to the
census data.

The number of building permits issued in 2009 for residential
buildings was 6,662, marking an increase of 77% over the number
issued in 2008. In addition, 5,961 non-residential building permits
were issued in 2009. Some 20% of the licenses issued were for
construction of new buildings, while 32% of the total licenses issued
were for buildings’ additions permits.

The number of vehicles and heavy equipment in the Emirate of Abu

Aircraft movement through the Emirate’s two international airports
(Abu Dhabi Airport and Al-Ain Airport) in 2009 was 105,392 flights,
up 9.8% compared to 2008, while passenger traffic reached 9.765
million passengers, outstripping the figure for 2008 by 6.5%.

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2.8. Information and Communication Technology

With the growing importance of information and communication
technology (ICT) in all walks of life, the Government of Abu Dhabi has
shown increasing interest in recent years in developing ambitious
national plans to enhance ICT infrastructure and encourage domestic
and foreign investment in knowledge-based and high-tech fields,
provide access to internet services in the early stages of education
and expand it to include all segments of society. In this respect, the
number of internet subscribers in the Emirate rose to 413,000 or 25%
of the Emirate’s total population in 2009, compared to only 12% in
2007.

The Government of Abu Dhabi is steadily evolving into an excellent
provider of quality services to nationals and residents through
gradually adopting the concept of electronic government. Abu Dhabi
ranks top within the Arab World and is among the world's top 30
countries in terms of information and communication technologies
(e-maturity).

According to 2009 estimates subscribers to the broadband
internet service and mobile phones made up 12% and 176% of the
population, respectively. This section of the Statistical Yearbook sets
out the key indicators in the Emirate’s ICT sector.

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2.9. Hotels

Tourism is one of the activities that are likely to contribute
significantly to the success of the government’s policy for expanding
the economic base and diversifying revenue sources.

A comparison with the tourism figures for 2008 reveals a notable
growth in the number of hotel establishments in 2009, driven by
the demand created by the numerous international events hosted
in Abu Dhabi. In this connection, the number of hotels in Abu Dhabi
increased 13% to 110 establishments, up from 97 establishments in
2008. This was paralleled by a growth of 36% in the number of hotel
rooms. This significant rise in the number and capacity of hotels
reduced the occupancy rate from 83.6% in 2008 to 72.2% in 2009,
even though the number of hotel guests rose by 2.5% to 1.54 million
guests in 2009.

The global financial crisis has had an adverse impact on tourism,
reducing the average duration of stay from 3.1 nights in 2008 to 2.8
nights in 2009. Figures also point to a decline of 9.8% in the number
of guests for all nationalities except UAE nationals, for whom the
number surged by about 26%. Likewise, the number of guest nights
retreated by 7.6% in 2009. A breakdown of this net change, however,
shows a rise in guest nights for UAE nationals by 3.3% and for guests
from Australia and Pacific by 13.7% compared to a drop of 10.9% in
guest nights for other nationalities.

Due to the decline in average guest nights, the total revenue of
hotels and hotel apartments edged down 0.5% in 2009.

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The mid-2009 population estimates show that Abu Dhabi Emirate’s
population stood at 1,643,344 people, of whom 1,068,759 are males
and 1,130,516 live in urban areas. Population estimates for the
regions of Abu Dhabi Emirate are: Abu Dhabi region 970,322. Al-Ain
region 530,299, the Western region 128,686 and Abu Dhabi Islands
14,037.

The 2009 population pyramid for Abu Dhabi nationals shows a
broad-based age-sex structure, with an even decrease in population
figures due to mortality effects of an aging population and the near
absence of external migration among nationals from one age group
to the next.

The age structure by broad age-groups shows that 40.2% of nationals
are below age 15, 57.6% are aged 15-64 years and 2.2% are 65 years
old and over.

Both the population pyramid and the population structure by broad-
age group, reflect a picture of typical society in the second phase
of demographic transition, where mortality declines but fertility
remains relatively high (the 2009 crude birth and crude death rates
among nationals are 33.1 births per 1,000 population and 2.4 deaths
per 1,000 population respectively).

The average annual population growth rate markedly declined from
9.83% between 1975 and 1985 to 3.95% between 1995 and 2005.
The corresponding figures for nationals were 9.07% (1975-1985)
and 4.53% (1995-2005), whereas for non-nationals the figures were
10.08% (1975-1985) and 3.77% (1995-2005).

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3.1. Population

This chapter presents data on the size, distribution and structure
of the population of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi, as well as figures
on births, deaths, marriages and divorce, in addition to arrivals and
departures of individuals to and from the Emirate.

In 1975, the total population of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi was
211,812 people. This figure grew 6.6 times to reach 1,339,484
inhabitants according to the results of the December 2005 census.
The Emirate’s average annual population growth rate between the
last two censuses (2001 and 2005) was 4.4%. Based on this rate, the
population of the Emirate in mid-2009 was estimated at about 1.643
million, of whom about 25% are Emirati nationals. About 47% of the
Emirate’s population reside in Abu Dhabi City.

According to figures issued by the Health Authority, the number of
births registered in the Emirate of Abu Dhabi in 2009 was 29,068,
comprising 14,932 males and 14,102 females (and 34 cases with no
stated gender or nationality), while the number of deaths during the
same year was 2,988, including 2,223 males and 749 females (and 16
cases with no stated gender or nationality).

According to the 2009 marriage and divorce statistics, there were
5,911 new marriage contracts, in 3,255 of which the wife was an
Emirati national. The number of divorces during the same year was
1,779, of which 844 cases involved national females.

In 2009 passenger traffic data recorded about 4.771 million arrivals
and 4.644 million departures through all ports of the Emirate.

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3.2. Births, Fertility and Mortality

The 2009 crude birth rates for nationals, non-nationals and the
Emirate’s total are 33.1, 12.6 and 17.7 births per 1000 population
respectively. The 2009 life expectancies at birth for nationals,
non-nationals and the Emirate’s total are 75.5, 73.9 and 74.9 years
respectively, and the corresponding figures for males and females
are 73.5 and 77.1 years respectively. The percentages of births
likely to survive to age 65 years among nationals and non-nationals
are almost identical (85%). The corresponding figures among
nationals by gender are 79.4% and 88.3% for male and female births
respectively.

The percentages of individuals likely to survive from 15 to 60 among
nationals and non-nationals are 90.5% and 91.6% respectively. The
corresponding figures among nationals by gender are 85.0% and
94.2% for male and female adults respectively.

The 2009 infant mortality rates for nationals, non-nationals and the
Emirate as a whole are 7.8, 9.5 and 8.8 infant (below one year old)
deaths per 1000 live births respectively. The corresponding figures
among nationals by gender are 8.3 male infant deaths per 1000 male
live births and 7.2 female infant deaths per 1000 female live births.

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3.3. Marriage and Divorce

The number of registered marriages increased from 5,552 contracts
in 2005 to 5,911 contracts in 2009, an increase of 6.47% during
the whole (2005-2009) period or an average annual increase of
1.62%. The crude marriage rate (CMR) declined, however, from 4.04
marriages per 1000 population in 2005 to 3.60 in 2009. The CMR
varies among the regions of the Emirate, where its 2009 values for
Abu Dhabi region, Al-Ain region and the Western region and Islands
were 3.51,4.25 and 1.74 marriages per 1000 population.

Refining the CMR by confining its denominator to the population of
marriageable age only (15+ years) leads to the General Marriage Rate
(GMR). The 2009 GMR for Abu Dhabi Emirate is 4.64 marriages per
1000 population of 15 years and over, and the corresponding values
for Abu Dhabi regions are: Abu Dhabi region (4.58), Al-Ain region
(5.5) and the Western region and Islands (2.07) marriages per 1000
population of 15 years and over.

The 2009 Singulate Mean Age at Marriage (SMAM) — average number
of years lived unmarried before first marriage for those who will
ultimately marry by age 50 - for the Emirate’s males and females is
26.6 and 25.4 years, respectively. The SMAM estimates for national
males and females are 26.5 and 25.8 years, respectively, whereas
for non-nationals the corresponding values are 26.6 and 25.3 years,
respectively.

The number of registered divorces declined by 1.4% from 1,804 cases
in 2005 to 1,779 cases in 2009, whereas the corresponding decline
in the Crude Divorce Rate (CDR) was much larger (17.6%) from 1.31
divorces per 1000 population in 2005 to 1.08 in 2009. This can be
attributed to the decrease in the rate’s numerator, on the one hand,
and the increase in its denominator, on the other.

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3.4. Migration

Estimates of immigration, emigration and net migration for the Emirate of Abu Dhabi
are difficult to obtain. Arrivals and departures statistics are less useful because people
arriving/departing in/from Abu Dhabi Emirate through its entry/exit points might be
residents of other Emirates and people arriving/departing in/from other Emirates might
be usual residents of Abu Dhabi Emirate.

Data related to visas issued by type and visas cancelled are more useful vis-a-vis
estimating international migration for Abu Dhabi Emirate. Statistics Centre - Abu Dhabi
(SCAD) and the Ministry of Interior have recently begun collaboration in this regard.
Indirect techniques might also be utilised in estimating international migration to/from
Abu Dhabi Emirate after the completion of the Frame-Update project currently being
conducted by SCAD.

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4.1. Education

Education services are essential to achieve the policies and
aspirations of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi, which pays particular
attention to this sector by providing schools and universities with all
their administrative and teaching staff to nurture the development
of future generations and to contribute to the Emirate’s progress.

This chapter provides detailed statistics for the academic year 2008
/2009, in which the number of schools in the Emirate was 481 (301
government and 180 private), comprising 12,446 classrooms, with
278,764 pupils, 20,275 teachers and 4,989 administrators. The
number of pupils per teacher was 13.7 and the number of pupils per
classroom was 22.4.

The gross enrolment ratio in the first education cycle for males,
females and both sexes were 96.1%, 95.1% and 95.6% respectively,
and the corresponding net enrolment ratios were 83%, 80.5% and
81.8% respectively.

The 2009 estimated percentages of illiteracy among males, females
and total population aged 10 years and over are 9.16%, 6.57% and
8.33% respectively.

There are 9 universities in the Emirate of Abu Dhabi addition to 16
other institutions of higher education.

The academic year 2007/2008 witnessed the graduation from higher
education of 5,987 students, of whom 1457 students graduated
from the private universities and institutions. The number of
students studying abroad on scholarships was 823, with 173 of them
graduating during this same academic year.

The number of schools in the Emirate during the 2008/2009 academic
year was 481, of which 51 were kindergartens, 77 cycle 1 schools, 61
cycle 2 schools, 44 secondary schools and 248 multi-stage schools.

The 2008/2009 number of pupils enrolled in all educational stages up
to the secondary level was 278,764, of whom 137,260 were females
and 141,504 males (a 0.97 female/male ratio).

The female/male ratio is highest in the secondary stage for
both government and private education combined 1.07 and
for government education 1.30. This can be attributed to males
withdrawing from the educational system and looking for jobs or
joining the labour market earlier than females.

The gross enrolment ratio is defined as the number of pupils,
regardless of age, enrolled in a particular education stage divided by
the number of population in that stage’s official age group multiplied
by 100. The 2008/2009 gross enrolment ratio in the first cycle was
95.6%, the corresponding figures for males and females are 96.1%
and 95.1%, respectively. The net enrolment ratio, defined as the
number of enrolled pupils in the official age range of a particular
education stage divided by the number of population in that stage’s
official age group multiplied by 100.

The dropout rate in all grades of the first cycle of government
education during the school year 2007/2008 was 1.8 %, and the
corresponding rates among male and female pupils were 2.4% and
1.1% respectively. The dropout rate increases with the education
stage, that is, while dropout rate in the first education cycle was
0.7%, it increases to 1.3% in the second education cycle and to 4.1%
in the secondary education stage.

This finding applies to both nationals and non-nationals as well as to
all the regions of Abu Dhabi Emirate.

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4.2. Health

Health services in the Emirate of Abu Dhabi have experienced
remarkable development and expansion, both quantitatively and
qualitatively. This is evident from the significant rise in the number
of hospitals and health clinics in the Emirate in 2009 reaching 39 and
207 respectively.

Relevant data for 2009 also point to an increase in the number of
health professionals and resources. In this regard, the number of
nurses grew to 8,142 and the number of hospital beds reached
3,621. The number of physicians/1000 population, the number of
nurses/1000 population and the number of beds/1000 population
are 2.6, 5.0 and 2.2 respectively. During 2009 the Emirate of Abu
Dhabi provided 588451 vaccinations for various diseases. The
number of communicable disease notifications for the period under
review was 13,355.

Health insurance received particular attention in the Emirate of
Abu Dhabi, which led to an increase in the number of insurance
companies and initiatives. This in turn favoured the increased
provision of medical treatment in general, with the number of
encounters (inpatient/outpatient) reaching 11,468,080 in 2009
compared to 9,178,046 in 2007. The number of patients admitted to
Government hospitals in 2009 was 105,100. The number of persons
insured increased by 5.3% between 2008 and 2009.

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4.3. Social Welfare

The social services provided by the United Arab Emirates to members
of society have contributed significantly to the nation’s development
process and helped to strengthen the prosperity and well-being of
the people. In this regard, the value of social assistance provided
to nationals in the Emirate of Abu Dhabi reached AED 619.345
million, with 128,321 beneficiaries in 2009. In December 2009 alone,
AED 51.723 million of social assistance was distributed to 10,861
beneficiaries.

The largest proportion of beneficiaries among nationals was the
elderly, with 3,077 cases receiving social aid amounting to AED
15.596 million during December 2009.

The number of non-government organisations (NGOs) increased
from 42 in 2005 to 47 in 2009, with their members reaching 19,899
in 2009.

The number of nurseries increased from 31 in 2005 to 46 in 2009,
with 653 employees looking after 3,970 children in 2008.

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4.5. Culture and Heritage

Abu Dhabi’s rich heritage includes historical sites and artefacts dating back
from the Stone Age until the late Islamic Era, in addition to cultural sites,
picturesque landscapes and a distinct social heritage.

The number of museums in the Emirate of Abu Dhabi has increased to
four, namely, Al-Ain National Museum, Al- Jahli Fort Museum, Al- Ain Palace
Museum and the new Dalma Museum. In addition, the number of lectures
organised by the Cultural Foundation increased from 51 in 2008 to 62 in 2009.
The number of visitors to the National Library rose from 123,772 in 2008
to 132,859 in 2009, and the number of borrowers increased from 19,600 to
22,332 during the same period. The number of books available at the National
Library increased from 343,909 in 2008 to 363,713 in 2009.

The number of visitors to the Zoo, Museums and Public Parks declined from
3,703,161 in 2008 to 3,148,631 in 2009. In 2009 there were 110 printing
presses, 206 book stores, 180 publishers and distributors, 83 newspapers and
magazines, 328 advertisers, and 17 cinemas.

The number of programmes broadcast by Abu Dhabi Radio Station was 43, of
which 39 were produced locally and four abroad.

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The size of the labour force grew from 297,406 in 1985 to 815,311 in
2005, according to the results of the population censuses taken in
those years.

SCAD’s mid-2008 estimate in this regard reveals the size of the labour
force to be 919,298 people (aged 15 years and over) of whom around
10.5% are nationals and 15.9% are female. The Crude Activity Rate
(percentage of population in the labour force) was 58.4%.

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5.1. Labour Force Structure

The Labour force comprises both employed and unemployed
persons aged 15 years and over. The number of employed grew from
294,524 in 1985 to 786,738 in 2005, according to the results of the
population censuses taken in those years. SCAD’s mid-2008 estimate in
this regard reveals the number of employed to be 889,418 people (aged
15 years and over) of whom 9.7% are nationals and 15.5% are female.

The number of unemployed grew from 2,882 in 1985 to 28,573 in
2005, according to the results of the population censuses taken in
those years. SCAD’s mid-2008 estimate in this regard reveals the
number of unemployed to be 29,881 people (aged 15-64 years), of
whom 33.6% are nationals and 27.3% are female.

Regarding the 2008 age structure of the labour force, the 30-34 years
age group accounts for the largest proportion among non-nationals
and the total labour force (20.7% and 20.3% respectively), whereas
among nationals the corresponding age group is 25-29 years (26%).

5.2. Occupational Structure

The distribution of the employed population by the main
occupation shows that the occupational category accounting for
largest portion is that of elementary occupations (22.7%), followed
by workers in services, shop and market sales workers (19.5%), craft
and related trades workers (16.9%), specialists in scientific fields
(11.7%), and other occupational categories in smaller percentages.

This 2008 pattern of the total employed population by the main
occupation is identical to that of non-nationals.

However, for nationals, the corresponding pattern is somewhat
different since the occupational category accounting for largest
proportion of the employed population relates to technicians and
associated professionals (28.8%), followed by workers in services,
shop and market sales workers (24.7%), specialists in scientific
fields (18.6%), and by other occupational categories in considerably
smaller percentages.

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5.3. Unemployment

The estimated unemployed population increased from 28,573 people in
2005 to 29,881 in 2008, with 33.6% nationals and 27.3% female. The largest
portion of the unemployed (24.5%) falls within the age group 20-24 years.
This finding applies to both nationals and non-nationals, males and females.

Regarding the educational structure of the unemployed, the largest
proportion of those have secondary school certificates (31.1%), followed
by holders of university degrees (25.8%) those with preparatory education
(12.5%) and other educational categories at smaller percentages. The 2008
unemployment rates among nationals, non-nationals and the total labour
force were 10.43%, 2.41% and 3.25% respectively.

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5.4. Employment by Economic Activity

The 2008 distribution of employed people by economic activity
shows that the economic activity category accounting for largest
proportion of the employed population was the construction activity
(19.9%), followed by public administration and defence (13%),
agriculture, hunting and forestry (11.3%) and other economic activity
categories in smaller percentages. This pattern is very similar to that
of non-nationals, while the corresponding pattern for nationals is
somewhat different, with six out of every ten of employed nationals
working in public administration and defence.

Agriculture and Environment
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Given the crucial importance of agriculture and the environment,
statistical data and information on these sectors offer indispensable
support to decision-making. Such data also gives insight into a
wide range of economic activities and serves as a basis for projects
aimed at developing and promoting sustainable agricultural sector
to preserve the environment and contribute to enhancing food
security for the Emirate of Abu Dhabi.

In spite of the daunting challenges facing this sector, such as the
scarcity of water and high soil salinity, elevated temperatures and
high humidity, sound agricultural policies and plans can prove very
beneficial to the agricultural sector, not only in terms of the sector’s
output and its contribution to the economy, but in other ways as
well, such as improving air quality, since the vegetation reduces
airborne particulate matter by 40-80% and absorbs up to 70% of
the toxic gases polluting the air, such as carbon monoxide (CO) and
sulphur dioxide (SO,) as confirmed by relevant studies.

The Emirate of Abu Dhabi therefore seeks to provide reliable
environmental statistics to help those interested gain insight into
environmental conditions in the Emirate and explore ways to ensure
sustainable development and preservation of the Emirate’s natural
resources. The statistics presented in this section include data on the
climate, air, water, waste, occupational health and safety and food
safety.

In 2009, the average minimum temperature in the Emirate of Abu
Dhabi was 22.6°C, while average maximum temperature 33.7°C.
Average annual rainfall was 81.8 mm in 2009, but no significant
changes were observed in regard to average relative humidity
and atmospheric pressure. Relative humidity ranged between a
minimum of 33% and a maximum of 79.8%, while atmospheric
pressure hovered around 1009.5 hectopascal.

Air quality indicators remained generally within their normal range
in 2008. However, the readings obtained tend to vary according to
the location of the monitoring sites. The contribution of Abu Dhabi
City to the total generation and treatment of wastewater grew in
2009 by 4% over the figure for the previous year. About 4,892 tons of
the Emirate’s solid waste was transferred to designated disposal sites
in 2008. Some 96% of the collected waste was disposed of at landfills.
The Emirate of Abu Dhabi as a whole generated more than 13,000
tons of waste per day, i.e. about 5 million tons annually.

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6.1. Agriculture and Fisheries

The “agriculture and fisheries” activity is one of the key sectors of
production and one of the major components of GDP, in addition to
being the source of a wide range of food commaodities and a supplier
for the Emirate’s numerous food processing industries.

Agricultural statistics present data on the number and area of farms
and indicators of the area under crops and the quantities and values
of agricultural yield. During the reference period there were 24,097
agricultural holdings in the Emirate, with a total area of 737,957
donums. About 89% of area was put to various kinds of agricultural
land use. The sheep and goats inventory in the Emirate of Abu
Dhabi totalled about 2.3 million head. The bulk is concentrated in
Al-Ain area, where 63% of the sheep and goats are raised. The camel
inventory totalled 378,000 heads, 54% of which are in Al-Ain region.

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6.2. Environmental Resources

Abu Dhabi continues to work towards sustainable development
through pursuing a balance between the requirements of a
prosperous economic and social life and the need to protect the
environment and preserve natural resources for generations to
come.

In 2009, the average minimum temperature of the Abu Dhabi
Emirate was 22.6°C while the average maximum temperature was
33.7°C. Average yearly rainfall increased from 46 mm in 2008 to
81.8 mm in 2009. Average minimum relative humidity was 33%
while average maximum relative humidity was 79.8%. Average
atmospheric pressure was 1009.5 hectopascal and the daily average
solar radiation exceeded 7,000 Watt /m?/h in some regions.

Abu Dhabi pays particular attention to several environmental
issues, such as waste management, air quality, water consumption,
wastewater treatment and food safety. In 2008, the Emirate of Abu
Dhabi generated more than 13,000 tons of waste per day, which adds
up to approximately five million tons annually. About 96% of the
disposed waste was sent out to designated landfills, whereas only
0.33% of the generated waste was recycled. Regarding air quality,
most air pollutants remained within acceptable limits in 2008 except
for the concentration of inhalable particulate matter which reached
1,032 mcg/m3, exceeding the permissible limit by six times.

The quantity of generated and treated sewage in 2009 was 219.6
MCM. Abu Dhabi accounts for about 77% of treated wastewater,
while the Western region’s share is only 3.8% of the total. During
the same year, the total consumption of desalinated water reached
approximately 173,782.58 million gallons.

In 2009, there were 677 cases of food poisoning in the Abu Dhabi

Emirate (41.18 per 100,000 of the population). Salmonella constituted
30% of the cases while typhoid made up around 20% of the cases.
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Location and Area

The Emirate of Abu Dhabi is located in the far west and southwest
part of the United Arab Emirates along the southern cost of the
Arabian Gulf between latitudes 22°40" and around 25° north and
longitudes 51° and around 56° east. The total area of the Emirate
is 67,340 square kilometres, occupying about 87% of the total area
of the UAE. The territorial waters of the Emirate embrace some 200
islands off its 700 km coastline.

The topography of the Emirate is dominated by low-lying sandy
terrain dotted with sand dunes exceeding 300 metres in height
in some areas southwards. They provide habitat to the sparse
vegetation cover that characterises the region. The eastern part of
the Emirate borders the western fringes of Al-Hajar Mountains. Jebel
Hafeet Mountain, Abu Dhabi’s highest elevation, rising about 1,300
metres, is located south of Al-Ain city.

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Climate

The Emirate of Abu Dhabi is located in the tropical dry region. The
Tropic of Cancer runs through the southern part of the emirate,
giving its climate an arid nature characterised by relatively high
temperatures throughout the year, especially in summer.

The Emirate’s extreme summer temperatures are associated with
high relative humidity, especially in coastal areas.

Abu Dhabi receives scant rainfall and has warm winters with
occasionally low temperatures.

There is a large variation in temperature between the coastal strip,
the desert interior and areas of higher elevation that together make
up the topography of the Emirate. Seasonal northerly winds blow
across the country, helping to ameliorate the weather when they are
not laden with dust, in addition to the brief moisture-laden south-
easterly winds.

The winds often vary between southerly, south-easterly, westerly,
northerly and north westerly. Another characteristic of the Emirate’s
weather is the high rate of evaporation of water due to several
factors, namely wind speed, high temperature and low rainfall.

Air Quality

Outdoor air pollution adversely affects all living organisms, including human
beings in developing and developed countries alike. Air pollution figures in
the Emirate of Abu Dhabi are generally within the normal range. However,
the readings vary with different locations: stations close to roads record high
rates of pollution due to vehicle exhaust emissions.

Likewise, readings taken within the vicinity of oil installations and industrial
facilities are the highest in the Emirate. The peak concentrations of pollutants
in 2008 were 187.38 micrograms/cubic meter for nitrogen dioxide, 166.54
micrograms/cubic meter for ozone, and 173.14 micrograms/cubic meter
for sulphur dioxide. It can be seen that, the only exception is inhalable
particulate matter, which exceeds the permissible level by many folds,
reaching a maximum concentration of 1032.76 micrograms/cubic meter,
and posing a serious threat to human health.

The Emirate of Abu Dhabi pays particular attention to the water activity as
an essential element in meeting various human needs and contributing
to economic and social development and sustainable environmental
development. Excessive consumption of this valuable resource is one of
the serious problems that confront international policies and governments,
especially in view of the worldwide population growth.

Therefore, there is a growing interest at various levels in rectifying this
situation, with increasingly heeded voices calling upon both individuals
and society at large to shoulder their responsibility in rationalising water
consumption. In 2009, the number of operating artesian wells in the Emirate
of Abu Dhabi was 65,290 compared to 31,330 non-operating wells. The rate of
groundwater pumping reached 527,926 million gallons in 2009. The Western
region was the lowest producer (3.9%) of treated wastewater in 2009, while
Abu Dhabi region ranked top in this regard, producing 77% of the Emirate’s
total treated water.

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Waste

Waste management is one of the environmental issues that raise the
concerns of many countries and decision-makers across the globe, in view
of the severe damage to human health and the adverse impact on the
environment that can result from improper disposal of waste. Waste also has
economic importance since it contains a wide variety of materials that can
be recovered for recycling, thereby saving energy and helping to preserve
natural resources.

In 2008 the amount of waste transferred to disposal sites in the Emirate
of Abu Dhabi was 4.892 million tons, out of which 96% was land filled.
The demolition and construction activity accounts for 70% of total waste
generated. The emirate of Abu Dhabi as a whole generated more than 13,000
tons of waste per day, or about five million tons annually.

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Safety and Health

Health and safety statistics include food safety and food poisoning figures
that affect human health and nutrition. They also include statistics on
occupational health and safety that gives a clear picture of the sectors where
occupational accidents and injuries occur so that appropriates measures
can be taken to reduce the incidence of such mishaps through effective
security and safety systems. In 2009, there were 82 cases of fatal occupational
accidents in the Emirate of Abu Dhabi, 26 of which were the result of
occupational road accidents, i.e. 6% of total road accidents. There were 677
cases of poisoning caused by consuming foods or drinks contaminated with
bacteria and viruses. Salmonella accounted for the largest share of poisoning
cases, claiming 205 victim or 30% of the total cases of poisoning during the
period under review.
