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Briefing

This publication provides an analysis of the results of the Agriculture Producer Price Index (APPI) for May
2018 with the base year 2016. In addition, the publication provides the results of calculating the
contributions ratios of the Agriculture groups in the overall percentage change for the current month

compared with the previous month.

Key Points

e Prices of the Agriculture Producer Price Index (APPI) increased by 1.7% during May 2018
compared with May 2017, where the APPI was 84.0% in May 2018 compared with 82.6% in May
2017.

e Prices of the Agriculture Producer Price Index (APPI) decreased by 0.4% during May 2018
compared with April 2018, where the APPI decreased from 84.4% in April 2018 to 84.0% in May
2018.

e The “Tomato” group contributed 1220.2% to the overall decrease in the APPI in May 2018
compared with April 2018, where the prices of this group decreased by 8.1% with a weight of
65.2%.

e The “Flower/Cauliflower” group contributed 174.5% to the overall decrease in the APPI in May
2018 compared with April 2018, where the prices of this group decreased by 28.8% with a weight
of 1.2%.

e The "cabbage" group contributed to reducing the rate of decline during the month of May 2018
compared with April 2018 which was 0.4%, where the prices of this group increased by 116.8%

and contributed more than eight times to offsetting the decline.

e The 32.6% increase in prices of the "Marrow" group contributed by 495.3% to offset the decrease
in May 2018 compared with April 2018.
