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Agricultural Holdings

The total area of farms in the Emirate of Abu Dhabi is estimated at 737957 donums, of which 33.3% is fruit
trees, 31.5% is field crops and 2.1% is vegetables. Cultivated area in the Emirate has grown by 0.9% over the
period 2008 to 2009. This expansion took place largely in the Western Region. However Al Ain region has the
largest share (59%) of the Emirate’s total area of farms.

The Agricultural Producer Price Index rose by 10.1% in 2009 compared with 2008 (2005=100). The main
crops that contributed to this increase include pepper by 54%, garden rocket by 25%, spinach by 21%,
cabbage by 21%, cowpeas by 9% and cauliflower by 6%.

On the other hand there has been a marked decline in the prices of several crops, such as watermelon,
coriander, carrot, Jew's mallow, onion and beets by 17%, 10%m 8.6%, 7%, 4.2% and 4%, respectively.

The number of sheep and goats in the Emirate of Abu Dhabi grew to a total of 2305603 heads in 2009, an
increase of 15% compared to 2008. Some (62.6%) of Abu Dhabi’s sheep and goat flocks are raised in

Al Ain area, followed by Abu Dhabi region (20.5%) and the Western Region (16.9%).

The Emirate’s camel herds totalled 387076 heads in 2009, an increase of 12.2% over 2008.
